Case Paint Colors
In 1969/70 Case introduced the 70 series tractors. These tractors came with the new block lettering emblem. Old Abe on the globe was no longer used. They also were painted Power Red and Desert Sand. Customers complained that the flambeau red faded too easily. My assumption is that the garden tractor colors were changed at the same time. I would paint any of the 200/400 tractors power red. The older 155/195 tractors with the “old abe” emblem should be flambeau red. You probably can't tell the difference in the colors by looking at one tractor. But you will be able to tell when the two colors are side by side.
Power red has a "red glow" to it.
Flambeau red has an "orange glow" to it.
Case quit using Flambeau Red because it had a tendency to fade. Power Red was their replacement for Flambeau Red. Basically Power Red is Flambeau Red with more red added to it. If you want a good Flambeau Red, you will need to get it mixed. Case does not supply it and the generics are generally not that close. In my opinion Power Red does not look that bad on tractors that were originally totally Flambeau Red, such as Case VA's, and D's. However, I think Power Red looks much too bright when it is on a tractor with Desert Sunset paint. I have seen a Case 130 that was painted with Power red; obviously not have the right paint. Also, the Power Red Paint that Ingersoll supplies to it' s dealers is not a match to the original Power Red that Case still supplies 

Technically, they are not the same. Realistically, only one person in about 100,000 would ever know the difference if you painted it Power Red. Your '71 would have been Flambeau Red and Desert Sand to begin with. Try checking at TSC Stores. I think the Flambeau Red was a little bit more of a real red than the Power Red, which most people refer to as orange when they first see it
The 'orange' paint is actually called Power Red and is available in spray cans, quarts, and gallons at all full size Case/IH tractor dealers at reasonable prices. You can also find it at most farm supply stores from various manufacturers but it is not always labelled as Power Red. Flambeau Red is the 'orange' color used on early Case garden tractors, mostly those that were two color paint jobs of Desert Sand and red. If your tractor is one color, it is probably Power Red
Full size Case/IH dealers, or whatever they are calling themselves these days after the last merger, have all the original Case garden tractor colors in spray cans, quarts and gallons. Prices are very reasonable compared to most places. Depending on the age of your tractor, you need Flambeau Red and Desert Sand or Power Red and Power White.
If you decide to use the quarts or gallons, get some acrylic enamel hardener to go with it. It gives a more durable finish and a nicer gloss to the final appearance.
